Troop 650 Code of Conduct





As a guest of Troop 650, we ask that you abide by the following Code of Conduct:





No alcohol, tobacco, illegal drugs, or firearms are permitted


No fireworks, skateboards, electronic games, or stereos of any type are permitted


No axes, hatchets, sheath knives and any other knife with blade greater than 3”


No inappropriate behavior including bad language, disrespect for scouts and/or leaders, hazing, etc.


No abuse, destruction, or theft of personal or Troop property


No damage or littering of camping grounds or property


Will adhere to all rules established by Troop leaders and facility being used





You are asked to sign and return the agreement to abide by this code of conduct prior to participation on this event.  Failure to abide by this code of conduct may lead to expulsion from the activity and require immediate pick-up from the event by the guest’s parent or guardian.





Gear To Bring





The Troop provides camping tents and cooking equipment.  All food will also be provided with the exception of dinner Friday evening (bring a sack lunch or eat prior to meeting at the church).  You should bring a sleeping bag, personal toiletry kit (toothbrush, soap, wash towel, etc), flashlight, poncho, swimsuit, hiking shoes (closed toe), and a change of clothes for each day of the campout.





Insurance





As a potential new member in Troop 650, you are provided the same insurance coverage for this event as provided to our regular members by the Boy Scouts of America (BSA).  Refer to the medical release statement in the parental permission slip.  Note that you are not obligated to join the Boy Scouts in order to attend this event.  





Safety





Our primary concern on all events is the safety of all participants.  Our Troop enforces the BSA policies established to ensure this standard of safety, such as “two-deep leadership” (i.e, minimum of two leaders for all events), the “buddy system” for all youth (no youth left alone), and the rules of “Safe Swim Defense” and “Safety Afloat” (buddy system, adult shore watch, etc).  Failure to abide by all safety rules established by the Troop leaders during this event will not be tolerated and may lead to immediate expulsion from this event if the participant refuses to cooperate.  In such cases, the parent or guardian of the guest will be contacted for immediate pick-up.
